Providence, Ry The Patriot Battalion gathered on Hendricken Field on Sept. 9, 2009 to activate the
battalion and recognize several Cadets for their outstanding academic and extracurricular achievements
from the previous academic year and over the summer.

Q wm, frain The Patriot Battalion, participated in the 2009 German Armed Forces Proficiency Badge
testing in Washington D.C. The German Armed Forces Proficiency Badge test is held annually and
consists of six events which Soldiers must complete satisfactorily, or above, in order to earn the coveted
German Armed Forces Proficiency Badge. The events include a 200m swim, long jump, 100m sprint,
3000m run, shot-put, 25 meter pistol qualification, and a ruck-march. The three Cadets competed
alongside Soldiers from the Massachusetts National Guard, as well as Soldiers from the German Military.
Each Soldier has three chances to pass each event required to earn the German Armed Forces
Proficiency Badge. Scoring for the pistol shoot event is as follows: 3/5 = Bronze, 4/5 = Silver and 5/5 =
Gold. Depending on the score from the pistol shoot, age and gender, Soldiers are required to complete a
ruck-march in accordance with the badge they are on track to receive. For example, Gold (Male 18-29) =
30km in 5 hours; Gold (Female 18-29) = 24km in 5 hours.

Cadet Command, under the guidance of The Department of the Army, is currently working to
better train and equip future Officers with vital cultural exposure and strategic language proficiency. The
strategy aims to increase overall cultural awareness, while also providing Cadets with language training
that they can readily apply upon their commissioning as Officers. ¢ KS | Ny & Qa T2 Odza
and language proficiency has become a more pressing issue within the last several years, primarily due
to the globalization challenges our nation faces every day.

In order to address such challenges, Cadet Command began incorporating language training, as
well as integrating cultural awareness training into the Military Science and Leadership curriculum,
including at LDAC. However, there was still a need to provide first-hand experiences to Cadets, in order
for them to better grasp what it is like to work with foreign militaries while living abroad. Therefore, the
George and Carol Olmsted Foundation Internship (OFCOT) was established in 2003. This program sends
Cadets overseas during the summer months in order to learn about foreign affairs, specifically focused
on training in the fields of international politics, diplomacy, and military affairs. Similarly, the Cadet
Culture Immersion Internship (CCIl) also immerses Cadets in cultures abroad to study foreign militaries.
The intent of both programs is to foster confidence in military-to-military relations by engaging Cadets in
internships.

ROTC Cadets apply around late December or early January prior to the anticipated summer
session. Depending on the specific program, approximately fifteen Cadets will be selected to participate
in the training overseas. Cadets are then assigned to a specific country where they will live and study for
approximately four weeks. The program sends participants to many different countries including:
Germany, Slovakia, Japan, Korea, China, Egypt, and Argentina. There is no language or degree of study
requirement for selection into the program.

Cadets then meet at West Point for their pre-departure orientation. Typically, Cadets must brief
to all of the Cadre and Cadet participants on a topic of interest assigned to them. Such topics pertain to
the politics, culture, religion and even social issues of the country they will travel to. In addition, the
time at West Point is utilized to train and prepare Cadets for the language component of their
internships. Representatives from the US Army Training and Doctrine Command and language specialists
teach Cadets the basics of the language.

Finally, the Cadets embark on their trip overseas. Many trips include a preliminary week of
touring and sightseeing around the country. During the Slovakia trip this past summer, Cadets travelled
to Bratislava, the capital city, and visited many military museums, castles, and the U.S. Embassy. The
Cadets also travelled to various military installations such as the Preshov Air Force Base, and the
Explosive Ordinance Disposal Centre of Excellence (EOD COE).
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Next, Cadets travelled to the Armed Forces Academy of Generala A £ 'y wl aG.xhayft I @ ~G ST

trained with a group of Cadets from the Slovak academy for approximately two weeks. The focus of the
training consisted of three phases. The first phase was a complex water survival training program. The
program was similar to our CWST, but was much more challenging. CadetsQ & { Af £ & I y R
tested in fields of basic swimming skills, diving, water transportation and movement, and basic
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temperatures and sprawling rapids, during both good and bad weather to train in all conditions. Phase
two, the climbing phase, was conducted very similarly to Mountain Warfare School. While in the woods
for several days, Cadets learned basic sling load operations and knot-tying skills, and spent the majority
of the time technical climbing and rappelling. Lastly, during phase three, the mountain phase, Cadets
spent several days ruckmarching through the Low Tatra Mountains, marching and climbing for up to ten
hours each day. Conditions were fair for the Cadets, and overall there were six Cadets who sustained
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injuries. One Cadet even had to be carried via a litter for three hours due to the rough terrain, high
altitude and weather conditions, in order to be reached by medical assistance. This experience was most
beneficial to the Cadets because they were able to apply the first aid skills they learned throughout their
previous ROTC training to real-life emergencies. The Cadets finally reached the summit of the Mountain

Overall, no matter where a Cadet travels to, the experience serves to expose participants to new
customs, languages, and cultures. It is a very unique opportunity to also see first-hand how countries
operate under NATO, the EU, and even the UN for example. In the end, the internship promotes a
greater understanding of how countries operate, specifically in regards to their militaries. The
experience should be had by all Cadets, thus everyone should apply in order to be afforded the unique
opportunity!
